Explanation of Votes

Spring 2015

Glycerin (Listing) Vote was to add  glycerin as an allowed non-organicially produced agricultural product to the national list.  Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Glycerin (Remove from 605) Vote was to remove glycerin as a non-agricultural synthetic from the national list. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Whole Algal Flour Vote was to add whole algal flour as an allowed non-agricultural non-synthetic to the national list. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

PGME Vote was to add PGME as an allowed synthetic to the national list. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Triethyl Citrate Vote was to add triethyl citrate as an allowed synthetic to the national list. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Microorganisms  (Motion to amend) Vote was to amend the annotation for microorganisms. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Microorganisms (Remove) Vote was to remove microoorganisms as an allowed synthetic from the national list. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

L-Malic-Acid Vote was to remove L-malic-acid as an allowed non-agricultural non-synthetic from the national list.  Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Egg White Lysozyme Vote was to remove egg white lysozyme as an allowed non-agricultural non-synthetic from the national list. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Activated Charcoal Vote was to remove activated charcoal as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Peracetic Acid Vote was to remove peracetic acid as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Cyclohexylamine Vote was to remove cyclohexylamine, diethylaminoethanol, and octadecylamine as allowed synthetics from the national list. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Sodium Acid Pyrophosphate Vote was to remove sodium acid pyrophosphate as an allowed synthetic from the national list. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Tetrasodium Pyrophosphate Vote was to remove tetrasodium pyrophosphate as an allowed synthetic from the national list. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Exhaust Gas Vote was to add exhaust gas as an allowed synthetic to the national list. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Calcium Sulfate Vote was to add calcium sulfate as an allowed synthetic to the national list. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

3-decene-2-1 Vote was to add 3-decene-2-one as an allowed synthetic to the national list. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Ferric Phosphate Vote was to remove ferric phosphate as an allowed synthetic from the national list . Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Hydrogen Chloride Vote was to remove hydrogen chloride as an allowed synthetic from the national list. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Methionine (Motion to revise allowance) Vote was to amend the annotation for methionine so as to allow an alternative way of calculating methionine usage in poultry feed. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Methionine (Resolution) Vote was to approve a resolution stating the board's commitment to phasing out synthetic methionine. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Acidified Sodium Chlorite Vote was to add acidified sodium chlorite as an allowed synthetic to the national list. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Zinc Sulfate Vote was to add zinc sulfate as an allowed synthetic to the national list. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Fall 2014

Sulfurous Acid Vote was to remove sulfurous acid as an allowed synthetic from the national list. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Sodium Carbonate Peroxyhydrate Vote was to remove sodium carbonate peroxyhydrate as an allowed synthetic from the national list. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Aqueous Potassium Silicate Vote was to remove aqueous potassium silicate as an allowed synthetic from the national list. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Marsala Vote was to remove marsala as an allowed non-organically produced agricultural product from the national list.  Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Sherry Vote was to remove sherry as an allowed non-organically produced agricultural product from the national list. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Gellan Gum Vote was to remove gellan gum as an allowed non-agricultural non-synthetic from the national list. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Tragacanth Gum Vote was to remove tragacanth gum as an allowed non-organically produced agricultural product from the national list. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Vaccines Vote was to adopt a proposal on vaccines made with excluded methods.  Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Research Priorities Vote was to adopt recommendations on research priorities.  Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Spring 2014

Guidance on retail certification Vote was to approve a request to the NOP to provide guidance on organic compliance to the retail sector. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Streptomycin Vote was to amend the annotation for streptomycin so as to delay expiration of the material until 2017. It was set to expire in 2014.  Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Magnesium oxide (listing as petitioned) Vote was to add magnesium oxide (listing as petitioned) to the national list as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Magnesium oxide (listing with expiration) Vote was to add magnesium oxide (listing with expiration) to the national list as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Vinasse Vote was to add vinasse to the national list as an allowed synthetic.  Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Update of petition and TR process Vote was to approve update of the petition and technical review process.  Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Confidential business information in petitions Vote was to approve revision of the material petition process to eliminate confidential business information.  Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Fall 2013 research priorities Vote was to approve recommendation on 2013 research priorities.  Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Spring 2013

Sulfuric acid (handling) Vote was to add sulfuric acid to the national list as an allowed synthetic as a processing aid in the production of seaweed. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Tetracycline sunset (2013) Vote was to delay removal of tetracycline from the national list, set for 2014 at the time of the vote, until 2016. Cornucopia opposed the later date.

Polyoxin D zinc salt Vote was to add Polyoxin D zinc salt to the national list as an allowed synthetic.  Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Indole-3-butyric acid (2013) Vote was to add Indole-3-butyric acid to the national list as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Barley beta fiber Vote was to add barley beta fiber to the national list as an allowed non-organically produced agricultural product. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Sugar beet fiber Vote was to add sugar beet fiber to the national list as an allowed non-organically produced agricultural product. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

DBDMH Vote was to add DBDMH to the national list as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Ancillary substances Vote was to approve procedure to review ancillary substances.  Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Calculating % organic in multi-ingredient products Vote was to approve recommendation on calculating percentage organic ingredients in multi-ingredient products. Cornucopia supported the proposal

Amino acids in pet food Vote was to add 13 amino acids for use in pet food to the national list as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Taurine in cat food Vote was to add taurine to the national list as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Public communications Vote was to establish an on-line communication mechanism for stakeholders to communicate with the NOSB and NOP. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Fall 2012

Biodegradable mulch films Vote was to add biodegradable mulch films to the national list as an allowed synthetic.  Cornucopia recommended tabling this proposal because it combines three types of plastics that should be considered separately.

Ferric phosphate Vote was to remove ferric phosphate as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Oxidized lignite/humic acid Vote was to add humic acid extracted with hydrogen peroxide, also referred to as oxidized lignite, to the national list as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

PGML Vote was to add PGML to the national list as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Policy/Procedures - inerts Vote was to approve rule on "inerts".  Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Rotenone Vote was to relist rotenone as a prohibited non-synthetic.  Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Sulfuric acid (crops) Vote was to add sulfuric acid to the national list as an allowed synthetic to adjust the pH of chicken manure. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Ascorbyl palmitate Vote was to add ascorbyl palmitate to the national list as an allowed synthetic.  Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Beta Carotene Vote was to add beta carotene to the national list as an allowed synthetic.  Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Lutein Vote was to add lutein to the national list as an allowed synthetic.  Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Lycopene Vote was to add lycopene to the national list as an allowed synthetic.  Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

L-Carnitine & L-Methionine Vote was to add L-Methionine  and L-Carnitine to the national list as allowed synthetics.  Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Nucleotides Vote was to add nucleotides to the national list as an allowed synthetic.  Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Taurine in infant formula Vote was to add taurine to the national list as an allowed synthetic.  Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Nonanoic Acid Vote was to add nonanoic acid to the national list as an allowed synthetic.  Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Research Priorities Vote was to approve research priorities for 2012. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Public comment procedures Vote was to amend the NOSB's policy and procedures manual with regard to public comments at NOSB meetings. Cornucopia supported the proposal while requesting that the possibility of a three minute allotment of time per speaker be eliminated. 

Public communications Vote was to amend the NOSB's policy and procedures manual with regard to public communications. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Spring 2012

Materials Review Orgs Vote was to approve guidance to the NOP on material review organizations. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

List 3 inerts Vote was to review ingredients classified as "inert".  Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Choline Vote was to add choline as an allowed synthetic to the national list. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Curry leaf Vote was to add curry leaf as a non-organically produced agricultural product to the national list.  Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Gibberellic acid Vote was to add gibberellic acid as a non-agricultural, non-synthetic to the national list.  Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Inositol Vote was to add inositol as an allowed synthetic to the national list. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Citrus hystrix Vote was to add citrus hystrix  as a non-organically produced agricultural product to the national list. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Agar-Agar Vote was to relist agar-agar as a non-agricultural, non-synthetic.  Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Calcium sulfate Vote was to relist calcium sulfate as a non-agricultural, non-synthetic. Cornucopia took no position the proposal.

Carrageenan Vote was to relist carrageenan as a non-agricultural, non-synthetic. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Glucono delta-lactone Vote was to relist glucono delta-lactone as a non-agricultural, non-synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Cellulose Vote was to relist cellulose as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

GMO Vaccines Vote was to approve resolution to the NOP on GMO vaccines. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Research priorities framwork Vote was to approve discussion document on research priorities.  Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Fall 2011

Inspector qualifications Vote was to approve draft guidance to NOP on inspector qualifications. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Material review organizations Vote was to approve draft guidance to NOP on materical review organizations. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Unannounced inspections Vote was to approve draft guidance to NOP on unannounced inspections. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Ammonium nonanoate Vote was to add ammonium nonanoate as an allowed synthetic to the national list.  Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Indole-3-butyric acid (2011) Vote was to add Indole-3-butyric acid as an allowed synthetic to the national list. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Propane (odorized) Vote was to add odorized propane as an allowed synthetic  to the national list. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Copper sulfate Vote was to relist copper sulfate as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Ozone Vote was to relist ozone as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Peracetic acid Vote was to relist peracetic acid as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Calcium chloride Vote was to relist calcium chloride as a prohibited non-synthetic with an annotation creating an exception for its use.  Cornucopia supports the proposal

Annatto Vote was to remove annatto as an allowed non-organically produced agricultural product from the national list. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Arachidonic acid (ARA) Vote was to add arachidonic acid (ARA) as an allowed non-agricultural, non-organic substance to the national list. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Beta carotene Vote was to amend the annotation for beta carotene from "derived from carrots" to "derived from carrots and algae". Cornucopia supported the proposal.

DHA from algal oil Vote was to add DHA from algal oil as an allowed non-agricultural, non-organic substance to the national list. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Potassium hydroxide (2011) Vote was to amend the annotation for potassium hydroxide to expand its use. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Silicon dioxide   Vote was to amend the annotaJon for si l icon dioxide to expand its use. Cornucopia took no posiJon on the proposal.

Sulfur dioxide (in wine) Vote was to amend the annotation for sulfur dioxide (in wine) to expand its use in wine "made with organic ingredients" to wine that is certified organic.  Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Animal enzymes Vote was to relist animal enzymes as an allowed non-agricultural, non-organic substance. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Tartaric acid (from grape wine) Vote was to relist tartaric acid (from grape wine) as an allowed non-agricultural, non-organic substance. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Tartaric acid (from malic acid) Vote was to relist tartaric acid (from malic acid) as an allowed non-agricultural, non-organic substance.  Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Chlorine materials (Fall 2011) Vote was to amend the annotation for chlorine materials to clarify proper usage. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Animal handling and transport to slaughter Vote was to approve rule on animal handling and transport to slaughter. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Animal welfare and stocking rates Vote was to approve rule on animal welfare and stocking rates. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Policy/procedures - admin team Vote was to approve update of the policy and procedures manual to include a description of the NOSB administrative team. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Policy/procedures  - committee transparency Vote was to approve update of the policy and procedures manual regarding transparency of committee meetings. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Policy/procedures - member & leadership transition Vote was to approve update of the policy and procedures manual regarding member and leadership transition. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Spring 2011

Nickel Vote was to add nickel to the national list as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Chlorine materials (Spring 2011) Vote was to relist chlorine as an allowed synthetic with an annotation change. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Copper materials testing Vote was to require periodic testing for copper levels in soils. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Copper materials relisting Vote was to relist copper as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Alcohols Vote was to relist alcohols as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Newspaper Vote was to relist newspaper as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Plastic mulches Vote was to relist plastic mulches as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Pheromones Vote was to relist pheromones as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Sulfur dioxide (smoke bombs) Vote was to relist sulfur dioxide as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Vitamin D3 Vote was to relist Vitamin D3 as an allowed  synthetic. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Streptomycin (post infection only) (2011) Vote was to relist streptomycin as an allowed synthetic but limit its use. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Streptomycin (until 2014) (2011) Vote was to relist streptomycin as an allowed synthetic but only until 2014. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Streptomycin (relist without annotation change) (2011) Vote was to relist streptomycin as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Tetracycline (2011) Vote was to relist tetracycline as an allowed synthetic but only until 2014. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Corn steep liquor Vote was to classify corn steep liquor as non-synthetic (natural). Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Compost feedstock Vote was to relist compost feedstock as and allowed synthetic. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Ethylene gas Vote was to relist ethylene gas as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Lignin Sulfonate Votes (there were two) was to relist lignin sulfonate in two different places on the national list.  Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Magnesium Sulfate (crops 2011) Vote was to relist magnesium sulfate as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Sodium silicate Vote was to relist sodium silicate as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Sodium nitrate Vote was to prohibit the use of sodium nitrate completely. It had been allowed for up to 20% of nitrogen requirement in soil. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Attapulgite Vote was to add attapulgite as an allowed non-agricultural, non-organic substance. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Calcium acid pyrophosphate Vote was to add calcium acid pyrophosphate as an allowed synthetic to the national list. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Sodium acid pyrophsphate Vote was to expand the allowed use of sodium acid pyrophsphate to use as a sequestrant for produce. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Enzymes Vote was to relist enzymes as an allowed non-agricultural, non-organic substance. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Potassium Iodide (nonsynthetic) Vote was to relist potassium iodide (nonsynthetic) as an allowed non-agricultural, non-organic substance. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Potassium Iodide (synthetic) Vote was to relist potassium iodide (synthetic) as an allowed non-agricultural, non-organic substance.  Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Nutrient Vitamins and Minerals (handling 2011) Vote was to relist nutrient vitamins and minerals. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Tocopherols (2011) Vote was to relist tocopherols (2011) as an allowed non-agricultural, non-organic substance. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Classification of materials guidance Vote was to accept the materials committee proposed guidance on classification of materials.  Cornucopia opposed the motion. 

Procedures for completing committee recommendations Vote was to accept the policy committee's proposed changes to the policy and procedure manual regarding completing committee recommendations. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Review of vice chair and PDC job descriptions Vote was to accept the policy committee's proposed changes to the policy and procedure manual regarding job descriptions of the vice chair and PDC. Cornucopia supported the proposal.
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
