Fall 2011

Inspector qualifications Vote was to approve draft guidance to NOP on inspector qualifications. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Material review organizations Vote was to approve draft guidance to NOP on materical review organizations. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Unannounced inspections Vote was to approve draft guidance to NOP on unannounced inspections. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Ammonium nonanoate Vote was to add ammonium nonanoate as an allowed synthetic to the national list.  Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Indole-3-butyric acid (2011) Vote was to add Indole-3-butyric acid as an allowed synthetic to the national list. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Propane (odorized) Vote was to add odorized propane as an allowed synthetic  to the national list. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Copper sulfate Vote was to relist copper sulfate as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Ozone Vote was to relist ozone as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Peracetic acid Vote was to relist peracetic acid as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Calcium chloride Vote was to relist calcium chloride as a prohibited non-synthetic with an annotation creating an exception for its use.  Cornucopia supports the proposal

Annatto Vote was to remove annatto as an allowed non-organically produced agricultural product from the national list. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Arachidonic acid (ARA) Vote was to add arachidonic acid (ARA) as an allowed non-agricultural, non-organic substance to the national list. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Beta carotene Vote was to amend the annotation for beta carotene from "derived from carrots" to "derived from carrots and algae". Cornucopia supported the proposal.

DHA from algal oil Vote was to add DHA from algal oil as an allowed non-agricultural, non-organic substance to the national list. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Potassium hydroxide (2011) Vote was to amend the annotation for potassium hydroxide to expand its use. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Silicon dioxide   Vote was to amend the annota@on for silicon dioxide to expand its use. Cornucopia took no posi@on on the proposal.

Sulfur dioxide (in wine) Vote was to amend the annotation for sulfur dioxide (in wine) to expand its use in wine "made with organic ingredients" to wine that is certified organic.  Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Animal enzymes Vote was to relist animal enzymes as an allowed non-agricultural, non-organic substance. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Tartaric acid (from grape wine) Vote was to relist tartaric acid (from grape wine) as an allowed non-agricultural, non-organic substance. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Tartaric acid (from malic acid) Vote was to relist tartaric acid (from malic acid) as an allowed non-agricultural, non-organic substance.  Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Chlorine materials (Fall 2011) Vote was to amend the annotation for chlorine materials to clarify proper usage. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Animal handling and transport to slaughter Vote was to approve rule on animal handling and transport to slaughter. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Animal welfare and stocking rates Vote was to approve rule on animal welfare and stocking rates. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Policy/procedures - admin team Vote was to approve update of the policy and procedures manual to include a description of the NOSB administrative team. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Policy/procedures  - committee transparency Vote was to approve update of the policy and procedures manual regarding transparency of committee meetings. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Policy/procedures - member & leadership transition Vote was to approve update of the policy and procedures manual regarding member and leadership transition. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Spring 2011

Nickel Vote was to add nickel to the national list as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Chlorine materials (Spring 2011) Vote was to relist chlorine as an allowed synthetic with an annotation change. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Copper materials testing Vote was to require periodic testing for copper levels in soils. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Copper materials relisting Vote was to relist copper as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Alcohols Vote was to relist alcohols as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Newspaper Vote was to relist newspaper as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Plastic mulches Vote was to relist plastic mulches as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Pheromones Vote was to relist pheromones as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Sulfur dioxide (smoke bombs) Vote was to relist sulfur dioxide as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Vitamin D3 Vote was to relist Vitamin D3 as an allowed  synthetic. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Streptomycin (post infection only) (2011) Vote was to relist streptomycin as an allowed synthetic but limit its use. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Streptomycin (until 2014) (2011) Vote was to relist streptomycin as an allowed synthetic but only until 2014. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Streptomycin (relist without annotation change) (2011) Vote was to relist streptomycin as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Tetracycline (2011) Vote was to relist tetracycline as an allowed synthetic but only until 2014. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Corn steep liquor Vote was to classify corn steep liquor as non-synthetic (natural). Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Compost feedstock Vote was to relist compost feedstock as and allowed synthetic. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Ethylene gas Vote was to relist ethylene gas as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Lignin Sulfonate Votes (there were two) was to relist lignin sulfonate in two different places on the national list.  Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Magnesium Sulfate (crops 2011) Vote was to relist magnesium sulfate as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Sodium silicate Vote was to relist sodium silicate as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Sodium nitrate Vote was to prohibit the use of sodium nitrate completely. It had been allowed for up to 20% of nitrogen requirement in soil. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Attapulgite Vote was to add attapulgite as an allowed non-agricultural, non-organic substance. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Calcium acid pyrophosphate Vote was to add calcium acid pyrophosphate as an allowed synthetic to the national list. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Sodium acid pyrophsphate Vote was to expand the allowed use of sodium acid pyrophsphate to use as a sequestrant for produce. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Enzymes Vote was to relist enzymes as an allowed non-agricultural, non-organic substance. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Potassium Iodide (nonsynthetic) Vote was to relist potassium iodide (nonsynthetic) as an allowed non-agricultural, non-organic substance. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Potassium Iodide (synthetic) Vote was to relist potassium iodide (synthetic) as an allowed non-agricultural, non-organic substance.  Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Nutrient Vitamins and Minerals (handling 2011) Vote was to relist nutrient vitamins and minerals. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Tocopherols (2011) Vote was to relist tocopherols (2011) as an allowed non-agricultural, non-organic substance. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Classification of materials guidance Vote was to accept the materials committee proposed guidance on classification of materials.  Cornucopia opposed the motion. 

Procedures for completing committee recommendations Vote was to accept the policy committee's proposed changes to the policy and procedure manual regarding completing committee recommendations. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Review of vice chair and PDC job descriptions Vote was to accept the policy committee's proposed changes to the policy and procedure manual regarding job descriptions of the vice chair and PDC. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Fall 2010

Clarifying the limitations 205.101(b) Vote was to request that the NOP address 205.101(b) so as to clarify which handling operations are eligible for exclusion from mandatory organic certification. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Ethylene Glycol Vote was to add ethylene glycol as an allowed synthetic to the national list. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Tall oils Vote was to add tall oil as an allowed synthetic to the national list. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Tetramethyl Decyne Diol Vote was to add tetramethyl decyne diol as an allowed synthetic to the national list. Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Reaffiming prior sunset 2010 recommendations in 601 and 602 Vote was to reaffirm sunset recommendations from prior meeting, given public comments that came in after the meeting ended.  Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

List 4 inerts (2010) Vote was to relist EPA list 4 inerts as allowed synthetics, pending a review of all inerts individually. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Yeast (reclassify) Vote was to retain yeast at 205.605(a) of the national list rather than move it to 205.606.  Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Pectin (low-methoxy) (reclassify) Vote was to move pectin (low-methoxy) to 205.606 and combine its listing with pectin (high-methoxy). Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Removing hops Vote was to remove hops as an allowed non-organically produced agricultural product from the national list. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Colors derived from animal products Vote was to amend the annotation for colors to explicitly prohibit the use of synthetic solvents or artificial preservatives in production. Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Reaffiming prior sunset 2010 recommendations in 605 and 606 Vote was to reaffirm sunset recommendations from prior meeting, given public comments that came in after the meeting ended.  Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Glycerides Vote was to relist glycerides as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Flavors Vote was to relist flavors as a non-agricultural, non-organic, non-synthetic substance. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Magnesium sulfate (handling 2010) Vote was to relist magnesium sulfate as a non-agricultural, non-organic, non-synthetic substance. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Yeast (sunset) Vote was to relist yeast as a non-agricultural, non-organic, non-synthetic substance. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Chlorine materials (2010) Vote was to relist chlorine materials as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Ferrous sulfate Vote was to relist ferrous sulfate as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Pectin (low-methoxy) (sunset) Vote was to relist pectin (low-methoxy) as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Phosphoric acid Vote was to relist phosphoric acid as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Silicon dioxide Vote was to relist silicon dioxide as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Sodium citrate Vote was to relist sodium citrate as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Sodium hydroxide (2010) Vote was to relist sodium hydroxide as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Sodium phosphate Vote was to relist sodium phosphate as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Sulfur dioxide Vote was to relist sulfur dioxide as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Colors (sunset) Vote was to relist colors as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Annatto (2010) Vote was to relist annatto as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Fructo-oligosaccharides Vote was to relist fructo-oligosaccharides as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Hops (sunset) Vote was to relist hops as a non-organically produced agricultural product with the expectation that it will be removed per the recommendation to remove it. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Inulin (2010) Vote was to relist inulin as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Pectin (high-methoxy) (sunset) Vote was to relist pectin (high-methoxy) as an allowed  non-organically produced agricultural product. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Cornstarch Vote was to relist cornstarch as an allowed non-organically produced agricultural product. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Whey protein Vote was to relist whey protein as an allowed  non-organically produced agricultural product. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal. 

Formic acid Vote was to relist formic acid as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Reaffiming prior sunset 2012 recommendations in 603 and 604 Vote was to reaffirm sunset recommendations from prior meeting, given public comments that came in after the meeting ended.  Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Sunset 2012 materials (livestock) Vote was to relist eight substances that the NOSB previously deferred action on. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Apiculture Vote was to approve apiculture recommendation. Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Clarifying section 205.238 (c) (2) Vote is to approve clarification of 205.238(c)(2). Cornucopia took no position on the proposal.

Engineered nanomaterials Vote is to approve guidance document on engineered nanomaterials. Cornucopia supported the proposal. 

Establishing ad-hoc committees Vote is to approve change in policy and procedures manual that would allow for the formation of ad-hoc committees. Cornucopia supported the proposal. 

NOP-NOSB collaboration Vote is to approve change in policy and procedures manual regarding NOSB-NOP collaboration. Cornucopia supported the proposal. 

Sunset review policy Vote is to approve change in policy and procedures manual regarding the sunset review process. Cornucopia supported the proposal. 

Updates to the NOSB new member guide Vote is to approve change in the new member guide. Cornucopia supported the proposal. 

Spring 2010

Inerts in pesticides Vote was to approve a guidance recommendation on inerts in pesticides allowed for use in organics

Methionine (petition) (2010) Vote was to extend the deadline for removal of methionine in poultry feed from the national list.  Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Methionine (expiration date) (2010) Vote was to amend the annotation for methionine to create an expiration date for its usage.  Cornucopia supported the proposal.

Methionine (annotation) (2010) Vote was to amend the annotation for methionine to create a step-down schedule for its usage.  Cornucopia opposed the proposal.

Clarification of 238(c)(1) Vote was to approve clarifying language in the animal welfare recommendation dated 11/5/2009.  Cornucopia did not take a position on this proposal.

Recommendation on sunset 2012 - 205.601 Vote was to relist 26 materials as allowed synthetics.  Cornucopia did not take a position on this proposal.

Recommendation on sunset 2012 - 205.602 Vote was to relist seven materials as non-synthetics prohibited in organic production. Cornucopia did not take a position on this proposal.

Recommendation on sunset 2012 - 205.603 Vote was to relist 26 substances and defer action on eight substances as allowed synthetics. Cornucopia did not take a position on this proposal.

Recommendation on sunset 2012 - 205.604 Vote was to relist one substance as a non-synthetic prohibited in organic production. Cornucopia did not take a position on this proposal.

Recommendation on sunset 2012 - 205.605a Vote was to relist 15 materials as allowed non-agricultural, non-organic, non-synthetics. Cornucopia did not take a position on this proposal.

Recommendation on sunset 2012 - 205.605b Vote was to relist 22 materials as allowed synthetics. Cornucopia did not take a position on this proposal.

Recommendation on sunset 2012 - 205.606 Vote was to relist 16 materials as allowed non-organically produced agricultural products. Cornucopia did not take a position on this proposal.

Ferric phospate (2010) Vote was to relist ferric phosphate as an allowed synthetic. Cornucopia did not take a position on this proposal.

Plants in containers and enclosures Vote was to approve a production standard for terrestrial plants in containers and enclosures (greenhouses). Cornucopia did not take a position on this proposal.

Inert atmospheric gases Vote was to approve guidelines for the use of inert atmospheric gases. Cornucopia did not take a position on this proposal.

2-tiered voting approach Vote was to approve a two-tiered voting approach for petitioned materials, the first vote to classify the material as non-synthetic or synthetic, the second vote to list the material.  Cornucopia supported this proposal.

Classification of materials Vote was to approve an addendum to the NOSB's classification of materials, specifically regarding the definition of chemical change. Cornucopia did not take a position on this proposal.
